Basal Bark Application

e Apply a 20-30% solution of Garlon 4 Ultra as a spray to the basal parts of brush and tree
trunks to a height of 12 to 15 inches from the ground in a manner that thoroughly wets
the lower stems, including the root collar area, but not to the point of runoff.

Cut Stump Treatment

e Apply a 20-30% solution of Garlon 4 Ultra as a spray to the root collar area, sides of the
stump, and the outer portion of the cut surface, including the cambium, until thoroughly
wet, but not to the point of runoff.
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
